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1 Connecting the Access Point

A) Connect one end of a RJ45 Ethernet cable to the PoE In
(LAN / Uplink) port on the rear of the Access Point.

DO NOT connect a PoE injector to any of the four access
ports on the front as this could cause damage to the device.

B) Connect the other end of the cable to a PoE Ethernet switch
or the Po€ Out port on the PoE injector.

C) Using another RJ45 Ethernet cable, connect one end to the
Ethernet port on the computer, and connect the other end
to another port on the Po€E Ethernet switch or to the Data
In port on the PoE injector.

D) Provide power to the PoE Ethernet switch/injector.

€) Verify that the Power LED on the AP is steady orange.

The Access Point supports both IEEE 802.3af/at PoE
(Power over Ethernet) or an optional DC power
adapter (sold separately). You may use either one as the
power source. DO NOT use both at the same time.

Mounting the Access Point

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B) Gently pull the required cables through the center of the mounting
bracket.
